Math 

• Count to 100 by ones and tens twice a day 

• Write numbers 1-20 

• Count group of objects 1-20 and record number (i.e., cereal, coins, dry pasta, blocks, 

cotton balls) 

• Identify and practice creating 2D and 3D shapes (play doh, gummies and toothpicks etc.) 

• Practice addition and subtraction story problems within 10.  (ex: There are two dogs at 

the park. Then two more dogs came to the park.  How many dogs are at the park now?)   

Literacy 

• Practice naming and writing letters A-Z (uppercase and lowercase) each day 

• Read with your child each day

• Play rhyming games (You would say cat, your child would say hat, you would say pat and 

continue back and forth) 

• Write and draw – draw a picture with labels or a sentence to match 

• Practice popcorn words 

Learning On the GO 

 More or fewer? Use household items such as prepackaged snacks, a bunch of grapes vs. a 
bag of apples, colored vs. white socks, crayons vs. pencils to ask which one has more or 
fewer? How many more/fewer? 
 

 Alphabet pretzels and Scrabble Cheez-its! Your child can learn while eating a healthy snack 
by building sight words and changing the first letter to make new words.  

 
 Grocery List. Ask your child to help write down the items you need to purchase when 

shopping. Use your letter/word knowledge and try your best! 
 
 Checkout Counter Math. Practice number sentences when unloading groceries at the 

checkout counter.  
Ex: 2 tomatoes + 2 tomatoes = 4 tomatoes! 

 I Spy Numbers. Look for numbers up to 100 throughout your house and community.  
 
 I’m thinking of a Word. Your child guesses a secret word from the clues that you give 

him/her. For example, say: “I’m thinking of a word that starts with the /m/ sound. We see 
this animal at the zoo.”
